Key Findings of Needs Assessment

1. Mathare is a resilient community and residents value education highly.

2. Mathare’s community memberes cite ineffective governance and unproductive programs aiming to address education.

3. Economic, health, and social insecurity negatively affect student attendeance and retention in schools.

4. Schools and teachers need more support, development, and accountability in order to deliver on the promise of quality education.

5. Stakeholders prefer non-state schools based on perceptions of education quality and accessibility.

6. Family-school-community relationships in Mathare can both enhance and diminish efforts to provide every child with high-quality education.

7. Some Mathare residents understand educational rights but lack the networks or connections to hold public officials accountable.
